One of newest businesses in Chester
County, Gator Speedway, is a family
owned and operated go-kart track
located on Highway 200. Having just
opened in July, the clay track is proving
to be quite the attraction with visitors and
calls from such places as Mississippi,
Louisiana, Kentucky and South Carolina.

Every Saturday night, racers from age
5 to 65 compete within age brackets
for trophies. Co-owner Glen Jones Jr.
explained that go-kart racing is much
like NASCAR. Karts, lined up according
to their speed, race a set number of
laps and follow flag and light signals.

The speedway, named after co-owner
Bertha “Gator” Jones, provides Chester
County with an event in which the
whole family can participate. After
seeing the joy go-kart racing brought
four generations of their own family, the
Joneses decided to open their track to the
public. “We wanted to do something for
the kids of Chester County,” said Gator.

With the many things that have to
come together in order for Saturday
night to be a success, maintaining the
speedway has become something that
the entire Jones family does together.
Speaking of his family, Glen said, “If
it weren't for these kids, | could not
even attempt to make this work.”

Learning as they go, the Joneses
expressed their gratitude for the racers
who make suggestions to improve
the track. “I thank God for the racers
— that they take time out to come
race on this track, and if something
isn’'t just right, they let us know so we
can make improvements,” said Glen.

In addition to racers reaching out, the
people of Chester County have also
made an effort to make sure Gator
Speedway is a success. “The community
has really pitched in and helped,”
said Gator, who named several people
who have donated lights, tractors,
expertise and time. “Chester County is
a small community, and we don’t have
anything else in the community like this.
We've gotten more support from our
community than | ever thought,” said
Leslie Coburn, who helps out at the track.

Gator Speedway is located at 6150
State Route 200 Henderson, Tenn.
Entrance fee is $5 per person and
$10 per Kart. Children 5-years-old
and younger get in free. Gates open
at 5 p.m., and the hot laps begin at 7
p.m.

When people think of Chester County, the first thing
that comes to mind probably isn’t knights in shining
armor, kings and queens or a medieval castle
complete with a moat. Castle Pines Farm — Home
of Chestershire Castle is hoping to change that.

Available for events of all kinds, Castle Pines allows
guests to take a step back in time. The castle
provides the perfect backdrop for a wedding,
birthday party, family reunion or corporate event.
While there are different themed parties available
(princess, Robin Hood, Highland Games, efc.),
visitors are also encouraged to use their own
creativity to give their event a unique touch.

Owners George Manzelmann and Teresa Hardee,
who live on the grounds, say the castle is the
manifestation of several years of admiration of
and learning about medieval times.

The natural
beauty of the woods paired with the architectural
beauty of the castle combine to make our heaven
on earth,” said Hardee.

When asked why they chose Chester County to be
the home of a medieval castle, Manzelmann and
Hardee said Chester County actually chose them.
Upon retirement, the Texas natives wanted to go
“home,” and Hardee, who was born and reared in

Madison County, said West Tennessee was the only
place that would do. “We were looking for something
out in the country. When my sister’s husband found
this property, we knew it was perfect.”

Not only has the county’s natural beauty been a
draw for the owners, they say that it’s the people
of Chester County who make it home. “The support
of the community has really amazed us. People
are so welcoming and friendly; Chester County is
more like a family than simply a community,” said
Manzelmann.

Having just finished building a timber-frame
pavilion, complete with a stone fireplace and
kitchen, Manzelmann and Hardee are taking a
break from construction. However, they plan to
continue adding to their castle in two or three years.

it off (a technique used by many golf courses to remove dormant Bermuda grass.) |
decided to try to burn just a small patch of wet grass, just to see how easily it would
burn. Within 10 seconds, | had flames four feet tall, and | knew | was in trouble. Within
15 minutes | had burned eight acres of grass and came close to burning down the
cart shed. That is how | got to know the Chester County Fire Department and the
state forestry service. They still haven’t let me live that down! Although more time
consuming, | decided that baling the fairway grass was a safer way to get rid of it than
burning it!”

Chester County Solid Waste and

The last year has been a big one for the Chester County Solid
Waste and Recycling Department (CCSWRD). As a recycling
hub for Chester, Hardin and McNairy Counties, the department
has received statewide recognition, and hundreds of thousands
of dollars in grants. A total of 2,160 tons of waste was recycled
through CCSWRD in 2013, with Chester County accounting
for 1,344 tons.The following was recycled in Chester County.
